We realize the economic impact to Montana, Yellowstone, County and the city of Billings -
aslover' 250 consignors and an average of 400 buyers attend the monthly catalog horse
sales.

Billings Livestock (BLS) is America’s largest monthly catalog horse sale selling 8,467
head of horses in 2010. BLS is Montana’s oldest livestock market, established in 1934 as
a horse and mule market and is a licensed and bonded facility operating under the guide-
lines and provisions set forth by the USDA Packers and Stockyards and the Montana
Department of Livestock.
